Scholarship Program

AFCEA sponsors an Educational Foundation with a mission to support the development of engineers and technical personnel through selective motivational awards, prizes and scholarships, grants for educational activities of unique and high value and professional educational programs.

In support of this mission, the AFCEA Southern Maryland Chapter sponsors a scholarship program to promote and foster learning and interest in the communications, electronics, mathematics, engineering, computer and scientific disciplines among high school students in the tri-county region.  Awards are based on academic achievement, extra-curricular and community/civic activities, part-time work, and letters of recommendation. 

The AFCEA Southern Maryland Chapter will award three $1500.00 scholarships to deserving high school seniors who are interested in furthering their education in the fields of math, science and technology.

Eligibility:  To be eligible a candidate must:

1) Be a graduating high school senior from Calvert, Charles or St. Mary’s public or private high schools or home-schooled with a cumulative grade point average (weighted) of 3.25 or higher through the first semester of their senior year.

2) Pursue a college curriculum in communications, electronics, engineering, mathematics, computer or scientific disciplines.

3) Thoroughly complete the AFCEA Scholarship Application form.

4) Submit all requested scholarship competition requirements.

a) Official high school transcript including SAT/ACT scores and class rank

b) Two letters of recommendation- one from a math or science teacher and the other from school officials, coaches, clergy or civic leaders.  Letters cannot be from family members or relatives. Recommendations should address scholarship potential, citizenship, and character.

c) Resume of school extra-curricular and community activities, special awards, volunteer work, employment.

d) A 500 word (maximum) essay indicating your plans for college, major academic interests and professional career intentions.  Include a statement and signature at the bottom of the essay page certifying your intentions to pursue a college curriculum in communications, electronics, engineering, mathematics, computer or scientific disciplines.

Selection Criteria:  

Scholarships will be awarded based on the following criteria: GPA – 25 %, essay 20 %, SAT/ACT scores 10%, recommendations 25%, extra-curricular and community activities 20%.
